Who will be using your data?

Why do we use your data?

What legal reasons allow us to use your data in this way?

Our legal basis for processing your personal data is for the performance of a task carried
out in the public interest or in the exercise of official authority

Our legal basis for processing your special category personal data is for the provision of
health or social care or treatment or the management of health or social care systems
and services

Our legal basis for processing data about criminal convictions, criminal offences or
related security measures is for health or social care purposes.

Who may we share your data with or receive it from?

As the supervisory body for Deprivation of Liberty Safeguards, the Council must give
copies of the assessment report(s) to:

e The managing authority (for example the residential care/nursing provider)

e The relevant person (the person being assessed) and their representative/s
(where appointed as Relevant Person’s Representative within the assessment
process)

® Any paid Relevant Person’s Representative
e Any Independent Mental Capacity Advocate instructed for the assessment.

Where necessary or required, data may also be shared with or received from:
e NHS agencies (GPs, Hospitals)
e Health organisations
e Care Providers

May personal data be transferred overseas?

The Council may on an individual operational basis transfer personal data overseas (for
example, if someone who must be consulted resides overseas) . In these cases, we will
ensure that your personal data is protected and there are safeguards for the protection of
your rights. Please refer to the County Council’s privacy statement for further details.

How long is your data kept for?
This information is held in accordance with the Council’'s retention schedule — see here.

What will happen if you do not provide or we cannot obtain the data needed?
